Anthony Baptist Church

In April, we had the privilege of hosting a group from Anthony
Baptist Church in Pennsylvania. What a busy but productive week
we enjoyed together. After their safe arrival here in Madagascar, we
got to work right away.

Since it was still part of the school year, we targeted four local and
two private schools. In the school assemblies, the team led songs
and activities and taught a Bible story. We concluded each
assembly with an invitation for a youth and kids activity held later

in the week. While we had the liberty to teach the Word of God in
the schools, we wanted to invite the youth and kids to church
where we could present the Gospel. We praise the Lord that
more than 100 teens attended the youth activity and nearly 300
kids attended the kids activity. These were great outreaches and
all heard a clear presentation of the Gospel.

On Sunday, we held an “American Concert” in Madagascar. Many
were intrigued to see so many Americans in one place and curiosity
led them to church. We had a great attendance for the concert and
then Pastor Dan of Anthony Baptist Church gave a clear Gospel
presentation.
